	Existing Control Measures

	1, 4. The playtime staff and TA’s are first aid trained (paediatrics) and have access to first aid supplies and ice-packs during playtime and lessons.  
· Staff stay vigilante watching for pupils who may be over-excitable and for those playing chasing games – taking appropriate action to calm down pupils if necessary.
· If the trees drop leaves onto MUGA surface in the autumn, the facilities team will clear as much as possible.  

· Staff to take a decision not to use the MUGA if the surface is too wet.

	2.  The fence that surrounds the perimeter of the MUGA is a powder coated galvanized steel. The fence is smooth on the inside of the MUGA.

Should a user collide with it at speed there could be minor bruising/bumps and/or grazing.

	3.  The flooring is an acrylic anti-slip surface.

· Lines and zones are painted onto this surface therefore there is no risk of tripping or disrepair to the surface.

· No spiked or studded footwear or stiletto heels to be worn on surface.

· No muddy footwear on the surface.
