	Existing Control Measures

	1a. There is a separate policy for infection control – displayed in Staff Room.
· Clinical waste bins (yellow) and licensed waste removals company to be utilised for disposal of materials used to absorb bodily fluids in EY’s setting.  In KS1 & KS2 areas, waste is disposed of in separate bags
· Appropriate and up to date bio hazard kits are available for staff to use to clean up bodily fluids – retained in SMO’s office or cleaners cupboard.
· Appropriate gloves and aprons are provided to staff required to clean up bodily fluids.
· Suitable and sufficient information, instruction is provided in Staff Handbook referencing how to deal with body spillages including use of spill kits, decontamination, personal hygiene and the use of PPE.

	2a. Staff informed to notify the SMO or School Office administrator if there is a spillage on the floor, so that the area can be cordoned off if necessary (i.e. if the floor cannot be cleaned immediately).
· Washrooms and toilets will be locked if there are any blockages or spills, until the Cleaning Team or SMO can resolve the problem.
· Cleaning team use disposable cloths for cleaning floors and surfaces in the washrooms, to prevent cross contamination.
· Staff to keep a record of areas affected by bodily fluids so that School Cleaning Team can thoroughly disinfect area as soon as possible.

	Cleaning is the physical removal of blood or body fluids from surfaces using detergent, warm water and friction.

Disinfecting is the process of killing most disease causing microorganisms on objects or surfaces using a chemical solution.

Follow these instructions:

1. Isolate the area around the spill

2. Assemble required cleaning materials prior to putting on Personal Protective Equipment (PPE)*

3. Inspect the area around the spill for splash and splatter

4. If broken glass or other sharp objects are present in the spill, use a brush and dustpan to pick them up

5. Clean up spill with water and detergent

6. Remove detergent with clean water prior to applying disinfectant

7. Discard paper towels immediately

8. Disinfect area with an appropriate disinfectant**

9. Remove PPE

If spill occurs on carpet, follow steps above and steam/wet clean or call an industrial carpet cleaner
