	Existing Control Measures

	1 Staff to lead warm-ups before throwing session commences.

· Students to be made aware of the affects of DOMS due to an incorrect warmup

	 2. Parents are provided with information about appropriate sports footwear at the beginning of each term as detailed in the school uniform policy.
· Teachers check for suitable footwear before the lesson starts
· Individuals with unsuitable footwear could be asked to go barefooted [if suitable], could be supplied with a spare set of trainers or excluded from lesson.

	 3. Expectations of students are outlined during the first lesson & what consequences will be issued if behaviour is not up to standard 
· Students should be aware of their surroundings and should be made aware of any hazards like the posts. 
· The posts should also be checked to make sure that they are secure 
· First aid kit is taken to external areas during sports match.  PE teachers are trained in basic first aid techniques including concussion and broken bones.

	 4.  The facilities team will carry out daily checks of floor surfaces, but it is the responsibility of the teacher to carry out visual inspection of court before the game starts.
· Any problems identified with the floor surface must be notified to the maintenance team as soon as possible.
