	Setting the Scene:

Violence in schools can arise from pupil behaviour problems i.e. pupil to pupil /or pupil to staff. Situations where violence caused by behaviour problems include:

· playground fights resulting in staff having to intervene

· Classroom disruption caused by children, involving staff intervention and other pupils needing to be segregated

There is also a risk of aggression from visitors to the school (i.e. parents or carers) with frontline staff such as office-based staff and SLT’s being most at risk of injury.

	Existing Control Measures

	1.  Pupil specific risk assessment is carried out for all pupils showing signs of behavioural aggression.  

· Safe guarding teams take control of situations involving violent acts in the school.  All staff received Safeguarding training

· Pregnant staff members will be assessed on an individual basis and control measures applied as required. 

· Visitors to the school will be accompanied in areas where pupils with behaviour problems will be present.

· The Head Teacher reports all behaviour problems to parent’s.  Governors and Head Teacher work together to ensure procedures are in place to isolate children with behavioural problems as required (and detailed in Safeguarding policy). 

·  A cool-off room is located in the school.  Teaching staff are aware of when the cool-off room should be used and for which pupils

	2.  Additional TA’s will be employed on a one-to-one basis as identified on the Pupil Specific Risk Assessment.
· Children who have been identified as having behavioural problems are suitably supervised during break times.  Midday Assistants are provided with information and instruction on how to deal with playground incident 

· Records are retained of all violent incidents and reviewed by HT and Governors as required.


	3. Security system including CCTV and Door entry system fitted at all main entrances to prevent unauthorised access in to the school. 
· Reporting procedure in place for staff to raise concerns of parents or visitors to the school who have shown signs of aggression. 
· Two staff members will be present when meeting with parents who are known to be aggressive.  Seating arrangements will be considered so that the staff members are closest to the door

	4a. Counselling procedure is in place for school staff who have been exposed to verbal or aggressive violence.

The Head Teacher will involve police where violent behaviour caused by visitors or pupils results in damage to property.  There is a Lockdown procedure in place to protect staff and pupils in the event of a threat to human safety caused by visitors to the school.
