	Existing Control Measures

	1 Staff to lead warm-ups before throwing session commences.

· Students to be made aware of the affects of DOMS due to an incorrect warm-up

	 2. Parents are provided with information about appropriate sports footwear at the beginning of each term as detailed in the school uniform policy.
· Teachers check for suitable footwear before the lesson starts
· Individuals with unsuitable footwear could be asked to go barefooted [if suitable], could be supplied with a spare set of trainers or excluded from lesson.

	 3. The floor should be checked before the start of school to make sure that it is safe to use. 

· If the floor is slippery then this should be reported to the maintenance team. 
· Avoiding the slippery spot until it is resolved. Put up ‘Wet floor’ signs around the slippery spot.

	 4. The class should be split into even groups and should be spaced out equally as well. 
· If the member of staff has a good knowledge of the group, they could split any ‘misbehaving’ students away from one another.   
· Safety mats should be used to minimise the risk of bruising.

	5. During the daily check, obstacles should be moved to the side away from causing any harm to students.
· If any objects are moved during a lesson, they should be moved back to the sides of the room at the end of the lesson making it safe again for the next lesson.


	6.  Techniques should be taught correctly and in gradual stages, minimising the risk of any injury. 
· Safety mats should be used as well to reduce any damage if a student does fall.
