	Existing Control Measures

	1. The Maintenance Officer carries out daily inspections of perimeter fencing to identify signs of intruder entry. 
· School gates remain shut at all times when school is unoccupied. 

· No consumable items (i.e. pallets or discarded furniture) are stored in the staff car park that could be used as fuel for arson. 

· Waste bins are either stored in a dedicated secure bin storage area, or are chained and padlocked when not in use. 

· Materials to fuel fire-pits (forest schools) are kept in a secure location.  Daily checks are carried out to check forest schools – if there are signs of intrusion the local police teams will be notified. 

· School has a good relationship with local police, and follow guidance relating to notification of threat of arson within the community.
· Intruder alarm is installed, linked to external monitoring company.  

· CCTV is fitted near all entrance points and in hidden areas of the school.  CCTV can be viewed off-site by Head Teacher and Site Maintenance Manager.

	2. Consideration is given to all wooden structures and fencing around site.  
· Where perimeter fencing is located along a pedestrian footpath metal materials are used.

	3. Neighbouring premises are aware of how to contact school Head Teacher or Maintenance officer in the event of a stray fire work being seen to damage grounds or building. 

Fire Alarm system is linked to external company (i.e. BlackBox) who contact key holders in the event of a fire alarm being activated outside of normal working hours.
