	Existing Control Measures

	1 Staff to lead warm-ups before throwing session commences.

· Students to be made aware of the affects of DOMS due to an incorrect warm-up

	 2. Parents are provided with information about appropriate sports footwear at the beginning of each term as detailed in the school uniform policy.
· Teachers check for suitable footwear before the lesson starts
· Individuals with unsuitable footwear could be asked to go barefooted [if suitable], could be supplied with a spare set of trainers or excluded from lesson.

	 3. The floor should be checked before the start of school to make sure that it is safe to use. 

· If the floor is slippery then this should be reported to the maintenance team. 
· Avoiding the slippery spot until it is resolved. Put up ‘Wet floor’ signs around the slippery spot.

	 4.  Before the start of a block of basketball the students should have an outline of expectations and what consequences will follow if they are not met.
· If a student cannot be trusted to continue the lesson safely, they should be sat to one side, until the member of staff feels safe to have them back in the session.  

	5. Checks of the basketballs should be carried out every week, ensuring that any faulty basketballs are moved out of reach.
· If a student finds a faulty ball, then they should pass it on to their teacher – to dispose of.
· Balls should not be inflated over the recommended PSI/ LBS count labelled on the ball itself.

	6.  If it is necessary to leave equipment out after a lesson, then it should be placed in a safe and convenient location.
· After every lesson students should be asked to pack away the equipment that they have been using.

	7.  PE stores to be checked on weekly basis.

· Staff responsible for returning equipment to the correct place at the end of a session.

· If the PE store is not in a tidy condition, this should be reported to the Facilities Manager or Head Teacher.

· If additional storage is required, report this to your Facilities or premises manager.

	8.  Planning before the lesson to divide the class into groups will minimise any potential hazards during the lesson.

· During the lesson staff should check the sportshall/ gym to ensure that all of the benches are put to one side, ensuring that they have as much space as needed.
